A.   
Request for change in existing course/catalog entry:  Changes in the primary and secondary teaching areas in Spanish and French Education.  Removed French/Spanish 325 or 326 (literature class) from primary teaching area.  In the secondary teaching area, removed French/Spanish 201, 202, and added 303 and 312.  

What has prompted this proposal?  French/Spanish 303 is now the prerequisite for French/Spanish 320 and must be incorporated into the curriculum.  Also trying to add more higher level classes to the curriculum.
