Dear Prospective Applicant:

Thank you for your interest in graduate study at Southeastern Louisiana University.  We seek quality students who wish to pursue professional careers in the field of counseling.  Consistent with program standards, admission to the counseling program at Southeastern is selective, based on objective criteria and successful evaluation by the counseling program admissions committee. After a review of all applications for the program, selected applicants are invited to attend our day-long admissions interview.

Graduates of the counseling program at Southeastern Louisiana University receive a Master of Education Degree in Counselor Education, with a specialization in Community Counseling, Community Counseling with an emphasis in Substance Abuse, School Counseling, or Marriage and Family Therapy.  All counseling programs at Southeastern are 60 hours and are nationally accredited by the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP). All graduates meet the current academic requirements for state licensure as a Licensed Professional Counselor (LPC) in the state of Louisiana, as well as most other states. 

Please find attached directions for preparing and submitting a counseling program application portfolio. Submission of a completed portfolio and a successful interview is required for consideration for admission and must be completed prior to registering for graduate coursework applicable to our counseling program.  The deadlines for submitting the completed portfolio are April 1st for students seeking admission to the program for the following summer and fall semesters, June 30th for those seeking admission for the fall semester, and November 1st for those seeking admission for the following spring semester. Those invited to interview will spend a full day on campus with other qualified applicants learning about the program and participating in an individual interview and group activity. The dates of the admissions interview are typically set a month or two prior, so please inquire about the date so that you can arrange your schedule accordingly.

To be considered for admission to the M.Ed. program in Counselor Education an applicant must:

1. Satisfy all Southeastern Louisiana University graduate admission requirements.  Consult the SLU General Catalog for admission requirements or contact the Southeastern Louisiana University Office of Enrollment Services via the Internet at:    MACROBUTTON HtmlResAnchor www.selu.edu/enroll
  (Please note that your application fee must be paid and the GRE must be taken PRIOR to your portfolio being turned in.  We will accept your self-report GRE scores, but official scores must be received prior to your admission to the program.)

Important note:  After you have completed your application to Graduate Admissions, you may receive a letter of acceptance to the University.  This means that you are admitted to Graduate School only. You must also fulfill the admission requirements of the Counseling Program in order to enroll in counseling classes.

2. Complete nine (9) undergraduate hours in behavioral studies (e.g., psychology, social work, family studies, sociology, criminal justice) and three (3) hours of statistics prior to being invited to interview [we may allow an applicant to interview if they are completing the required prerequisites.]. If you have a question as to whether or not you have completed this requirement, please contact the graduate coordinator.
3. Obtain a score of at least 1,250 points based on the formula of 200 times the undergraduate grade point average (GPA) (whichever is higher, cumulative or last 60 hrs.) plus the total of the Verbal and Quantitative sections of the Graduate Record Examination (GRE).  
4. Submit a completed application portfolio with the following materials to: Dr. June Williams, Dept. of Counseling and Human Development, SLU Box 10863, Hammond, LA 70402

a. A letter requesting consideration for admission into the Counseling Program, including the applicant’s reasons for selecting a particular program track (Community, Community/Substance Abuse, School, Marriage and Family Therapy) and reasons for considering graduate study at Southeastern Louisiana University.

b. An updated resume including full name, address, phone numbers, e-mail address, academic experience, prior related work experience, degrees earned, honors, awards, special interests, and other appropriate information.  

c. An autobiographical narrative conveying evidence of life experiences and personal maturity consistent with program expectations for entry into a professional counselor training program.  Length should not exceed five (5) typed pages using 10-12 point font.

d. Three (3) recommendation forms from individuals familiar with the applicant’s academic/professional abilities and potential for success as a professional counselor. (These forms must be sealed with the reference’s signature across the seal and included in your portfolio. Please plan accordingly so that you can get your reference forms completed in time to include in your portfolio).

Upon screening of application portfolios, selected applicants will be invited to participate in a mandatory one-day, on-campus screening interview.  Within two weeks of the admissions interview, applicants will receive a letter informing them as to their admissions status.  Please realize that this is a professional preparation program, and individuals will not be provided with specific information regarding admissions decisions.
