Social Justice Speakers Series

Omar Freilla

The 2009 Social Justice Speaker
Series

Our fifth annual event in No-
vember 2009, featuring topical and na-
tionally renowned speakers, was spec-
tacular! We hosted two speakers in the
area of environmental justice - Omar
Freilla and Diane Wilson. Omar Freilla
spoke about creating local, worker-
owned and democratically run businesses
that are environmentally sustainable. He
is the founder of Green Worker Coopera-
tives(http://www.greenworker.coop), an
organization dedicated to bringing
worker-owned and eco-friendly manufac-
turing jobs to the South Bronx in New
York. Their approach is a response to
high unemployment and decades of envi-
ronmental racism. Many in this commu-
nity believe that due to decades of indus-
trial pollution and waste, they don’t have
the luxury to wait for new alternatives.
Therefore, they’re creating them. They
believe that in order to address our envi-
ronmental and economic problems we
need new ways to earn a living that don’t
require polluting the earth or exploiting
human labor. Mr. Freilla speaks at uni-
versities and to organizations internation-
ally and Green Worker Cooperativéms
been featured on national television and
publications.

The following day, the lively
activist Diane Wilson was featured. Ms.
Wilson, a fourth-generation shrimper,

began fishing the bays off the Gulf Coast
of Texas at the age of eight. In 1989,
while running her brother's fish house at
the docks and mending nets, she read a
newspaper article that listed her home of
Calhoun County as the number one toxic
polluter in the country. She set up a meet-
ing in the town hall to discuss what the
chemical plants were doing to the bays
and thus began her life as an environ-
mental activist. Threatened by thugs and
despised by her neighbors, Diane insisted
the truth be told and that Formosa Plas-
tics stop dumping toxins into the bay.
Her work on behalf of the peo-
ple and aquatic life of Seadrift, Texas,
has won her a number of awards includ-
ing: National Fisherman Magazine
Award, Mother Jones's Hell Raiser of the
Month, and the Louisiana Environmental
Action (LEAN) Environmental Award.
An Unreasonable Womaahout her
struggle against the polluters of the Texas
Gulf Coast, was Diane's first book. Her
most recent book is Holy Roller: Grow-
ing Up in the Church of Knock Down,

Drag Out; or, How | Quit Loving a Blue

Eyed Jesus.

Positive feedback about this
year’s event was extensive. These two
speakers provoked thought and inspired
many while fulfilling the mission of our
series on social justice: to recognize hu-
man dignity and human rights and pro-

mote the idea that all people should be
able to access the necessities of life and
have the opportunity to pursue their aspi-
rations.

Reconnectthe environmental
sustainability club, was busy having fun
last fall, its second full semester as a
campus organization. They were co-
sponsors of a public forum on clean
energy in September and the Social
Justice Speaker Series in November.
They also volunteered at Our School at
Blair Grocery, an urban agriculture
school for underprivileged youth in the
lower Ninth Ward of New Orleans.
Their major event, however, was Mt.
Trashmore an idea they garnered from
a YouTube video of Northwestern Uni-
versity’s version of this project. On
November 18™ adjacent to the Katrina
and Rita Memorial Fountain on cam-
pus, the students, along with university
chapters of Amnesty Internationaind
the NAACP, piled up one day’s trash
from Fayard Hall and a partial day’s
trash from D. Vickers Hall. They
posted informative signs along the
walkway and set up a table to give out
information and discuss with passersby
the need for recycling and waste reduc-
tion. The mountain was indeed impres-
sive and drew many crowds throughout

the day. Baton Rouge’s The Advocate
wrote a piece for Thanksgiving Day
providing the event with significant
exposure (see link on the department
website for the article). Re c onn e
coalition building continues to expand.
They plan to partner with the same
groups to raise funds to build a well for
a community in a developing country,
while raising awareness about clean
water issues.

Due to the dedication and hard
work of those committed to the South-
eastern Sociological Association (SSA)
during the 2008-2009 school year, the
organization jumped to more than 30
members by the Fall of 2009. Conse-
quently, SSA was able to organize its
first major undertaking, a 2-day infor-
mational and consciousness-raising
event in support of the Angola 3, for-
mer Black Panther Party members un-
justly treated in the Louisiana state
prison system for nearly 40 years.
Other SSA events have included public
forums on such topics as hate crimes

Anthropology

Our nation, our state, and even
Tangipahoa Parish are becoming increas-
ingly diverse culturally. No matter what
a Southeastern graduate’s occupation
may be, he/she will come into contact
with someone from a different culture.
Anthropology provides students with an
understanding of culture and diversity.

There is a growing need to communicate
the importance of Anthropology to the
College and University, not simply jus-
tify the retention of ANTH 101. The tra-
ditional lecture sections and 100% inter-
net sections of ANTH 101 have been
consistently filled over the past five
years. It is a popular social science elec-

tive for students of all majors. This se-
mester, students enrolled represent over
20 majors and all colleges and schools in
the University. ANTH 101 is also a re-
quired course in the Sociology curricu-
lum and the Cultural Resource Manage-
ment curriculum. While being an impor-
tant component of the Behavioral Science
requirement for General Studies majors.
Upper level Anthropology
courses, such as Race and Ethnic Rela-
tions, Archaeology, and Indigenous Peo-
ples of the Americas, fulfills require-
ments of Sociology, Criminal Justice,
Social Studies Education, Cultural Re-
source Management, General Studies
curricula, and the African American
Studies and the Native American Studies
minors. Student demand for Anthropol-

ogy courses continues to increase, not
just for more sections of 101 but for up-
per level courses. We have responded by
adding an Anthropology minor to the
Sociology and Criminal Justice curricu-
lum.

The Department of Sociology
and Criminal Justice, the College of Arts,
Humanities and Social Sciences, and the
Center for Faculty Excellence have in-
vested thousands of dollars in skeletal
casts and specimens, paleoanthropologi-
cal casts and models, and forensic anthro-
pology teaching materials. Our anthropo-
logical collection is one of the best in the
region and is used every semester in
Anthropology classes.

Geography

The Geographers in the Depart-
ment, Dr. Molly McGraw and Mr.
Gerald McNeill, spend many hours en-
hancing this area of our program. We
have added a new minor in Geographic
Information Systems (GIS) and Remote
Sensing (RS). The minor will train stu-
dents in the rapidly growing, high-tech
field of computerized mapping and
analysis. The GIS/RS field is expected to
double in size in the next 10 years. We
have also added a number of new Geog-
raphy courses, including courses in GIS,
Remote Sensing, Environmental Conser-
vation, and Physical Geography.

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Southeastern Social Science Research Center Highlights

In January 2010, the Southeastern Social Science
Research Center (SSSRC) released the Quality of Life Study.
The study, a survey of residents in the Florida Parishes, was
designed to help community leaders and local citizens iden-
tify problems and work together toward solutions. Five Re-
search Assistants, all Southeastern undergraduate and gradu-
ate students, spent countless hours printing and coding the
surveys and preparing the 5,000 envelopes that were mailed;
and when the surveys had been returned, entering responses
into the database for analysis and preparing graphic represen-
tations of the results. The study was featured on WWL
Channel 4 News as well as being reported in the area news-
papers. It can be viewed at http:/www.selu.edu/
acad_research/programs/ssrc/assets/quality life florida.pdf.

Other recent research and applied sociology activi-
ties involving the SSSRC include the following:

- Two telephone surveys were conducted in the fall of 2009
for Southeastern’s

Office of Institutional Research and Assessment to investi-
gate why some undergraduate students take longer than four
years to graduate, and why some students do not return to
Southeastern.

- The SSSRC received a $150,000

yearly grant, the Northlake Homeless Data Project, directed
by Erin Matheny. Erin is the first graduate of the Depart-
ment's Applied Sociology Master’s Degree.

- In conjunction with the Southeastern Business Research
Center, the SSSRC presented the Bogalusa Chamber of
Commerce with a detailed report regarding Bogalusa Area
Shopping. This study was designed to provide decision mak-
ers with valuable social science data that can be used to help
build a stronger, safer, and more economically viable com-
munity.

- The SSSRC also continued its community involvement
with the Hammond Weed and Seed Initiative, a program
intended to help weed out crime and replace negative factors
with revitalization efforts, especially in the area of program
evaluation and assessment.

- The SSSRC has been active in working closely with the
Land Trust for Southeast Louisiana (LTSL) (http://
www.ltsl.org/) to help protect our natural and agricultural
assets. Two new additions were made in December: over
200 acres south of Highway 22 around The Preserve at
Whiskey Island, and 80 acres on Highway 190, located be-
tween Chef Menteur Pass and the Rigolet Pass. Addition-
ally, the SSSRC assisted the LTSL with the 4th and 5th An-
nual Polo “Friendraiser”, held in May of 2009 and 2010.

-Lastly, a graduation party for the SSSRC’s office manager,
Jessica Darbonne, was recently held to commemorate her
successful completion of the MSAS program at Southeast-
ern!
