My name is Dr. Ukpolo and I am the new Director of Southeaster University Lab
School. Tam writing your organization in hopes that you all will be able to assist us
financially with our after school Academic Enrichment program we have implemented
this school year.

Incase you are not familiar with the lab school; let me take a minute to give you a
brief overview of the school. As you can imagine, we are located on SELU’s campus and
housed in the Education building. We are a small (227 students) K-8 public school.
Although we are located on SELU’s campus, we report directly to Tangipahoa parish
school district.

This request for financial assistance has come due to the fact that my students
need to increase their end-of-the year standardized test scores. Once a year, students
throughout the nation take end-of-the-year standardized tests. These tests measure what a
student should know and be able to do by the time they leave their grade level. Students
are compared against students in their state as well as the 4™ and 8" grade students are
compared to their peers nationally.

If you go online to the Tangipahoa school district website, you will notice that
that the students at the lab school have high test scores when compared to their peers in
the Tangipahoa school district. However, if you compare the Lab school scores with
other schools in the state, who have the same demographics as ours, you will notice that
our scores are not as high as they could be. If you take this a step farter and compare our
scores with our peers nationally, you will see that our scores are only considered average.
As a matter of fact, schools who score high on the nationally normed tests are labeled a
Blue Ribbon School. The Lab school is not a Blue Ribbon school, however, after this
academic school year; we plan on being a Blue Ribbon School. After reviewing my
student’s test scores, I noticed that we were only 15 points away from being a Blue
Ribbon school; fifteen points is within our reach.

In order to help my student increase their test scores, I have decided to implement
an after-school tutorial program. This program will be held from 2:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m.
Monday thru Thursday beginning in October and ending in March. The program will
target students in grades 3-8. The program is a computer based program as well as a
