SLWP Invitational
Summer Institute
Description of Summer Institute: As a National Writing Project site, SLWP brings together 10-15 teachers from all grade levels for its Invitational Summer Institute on the teaching of writing.  During the five-week Institute, teachers become Summer Fellows at Southeastern.  They study the teaching of writing, write, publish a chapbook, and present their own teaching practices in a relaxed atmosphere.  At the end of the Institute, participants join a state/national network of teachers with expertise in writing and have opportunities to travel, attend NWP conferences, and present inservices as SLWP Teacher Consultants.

Daily Activities: Daily activities include writing, sharing writing in small groups, revising, studying research on the writing process, exploring technology as a writing tool, and discussing the assessment of writing.  Participants develop their own teaching ideas into workshops that become the main course material of the Institute.  These workshops may later become paid inservices for area schools.  A special focus is on addressing writing standards.  

Stipends and Credit: Participants can expect a stipend, books, and materials.  Teachers also receive six hours of graduate credit.

Apply As Soon As Possible: Enrollment is limited, and applications will be considered until the Institute is filled.  Apply early for the best chances of being accepted.  Candidates are interviewed at SLU after applying.  Send the following:  


1. A resume.


2. A brief description of a writing activity you do with your students.


3. A letter of nomination from a supervisor or from a member of SLWP.
