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Raghuveer Dodda’s presentation, “Using Wavelet Analysis to
Denoise LIGO Ground Noise Spectrum,” is the result of the
opportunity presented to him to do research work at the LIGO
observatory.  Dodda is also the David Ware International Student
for 2004.

Fall 2003 saw the kickoff  of  Southeastern’s Honors Club.
Started by honors students desiring to organize opportunities for
honors students to network, the Honors Club has developed a
mentoring program for incoming honors freshmen and holds
weekly discussion groups centered on topics covered in honors
curriculum courses.
