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The purposes of the Department of Sociology and Criminal Justice are to prepare students for

In this regard the Department endeavors to teach 
critical thinking to broaden the student’s social background for entry into various vocations, and to 
provide the background for entrance into professional and graduate schools. To carry out its 
objectives, the Department offers curricula in Sociology and Criminal Justice.
