The purposes of the Department of Mathematics in the College of Education and Human Development are to provide

All students who desire to schedule Mathematics 161 or 165 must make a satisfactory score on the Mathematics
section of the American College Test (ACT). Prospective mathematics majors who make an unsatisfactory score should

consult with their advisors about the courses they will need to make up their mathematics deficiency.
Those whose scores indicate better than average preparation may wish advanced placement. Such students must

take the Advanced Test as scheduled.
