PURPOSE OF THE SCHOOL 
The purpose of the School of Nursing is to prepare students at the baccalaureate level for entry practice as a 

professional nurse and at the master’s level for advanced nursing practice roles. 

CLINICAL CENTER 
The School of Nursing provides educational facilities at the university campus in Hammond and at the 

Baton Rouge Center located approximately forty-five minutes away from the main campus. Numerous health 
care agencies located in the southeast region of Louisiana are used for student clinical learning opportunities at 
the baccalaureate and master’s level.
