Minutes from the March 15, 2002 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:
 
In Attendance: Committee members - Mike Asoodeh, Donna Methvien, Kalen Miller, Ademir Karisik, Bea Baldwin, Brad O’Hara, Angela Longstreet, and Kyle Keaton.  Dr. Baldwin was in attendance for the last portion of the meeting and one of the students was absent, hence the 7-0 votes.  Also in attendance were Rosalyn Chauvin and Clarissa Schiro.
 
The meeting began at 1:00 p.m. 
 
         The February 8, 2002 meeting minutes were reviewed.  A motion was made by Brad O’Hara to approve the minutes.   Kyle Keaton seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
         Report on Action Items – 
o        Mike Asoodeh reported on a more effective sign-in program that can be purchased for half the price of the original program that was approved Ademir Karisik reported that this program has been tested and seems to work really well.  Kalen Miller made a motion to move ahead with the purchase of this less expensive, more effective sign-in program.  Ademir Karisik seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.
o        Mike Asoodeh reported that he and Ademir had not met to discuss a trial run using Blackboard for the next group of small project proposals.  They will schedule a meeting and report at the next meeting.
 
         Large Project Proposals – Brad O’Hara presented the subcommittee’s recommendation to approve 13 of the 30 proposals received totaling $372,376.  This is $22,376 above the available $350,000.  It is the subcommittee’s recommendation that this be funded from the Contingency budget.  A motion was made by Ademir Karisik to approve the subcommittee’s recommendations.  Angela Longstreet seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion. A copy of the subcommittee’s recommendation is attached.  Action Item:  Notifications will be sent out to submitters of funded, and not-funded proposals.  Feedback will be provided for those who were not funded or less than fully funded.
A motion was made by Kyle Keaton to establish a May 3rd deadline for funding of the Large Project Proposals approved above.  Brad O’Hara seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 
Brad O’Hara also presented a recommendation from the subcommittee that on all funded proposals that include a projection system be evaluated to determine if they meet the needs of the room.  Donna Methvien will be the contact person for this evaluation.

 

Mike Asoodeh requested that the committee consider including a projector in the upcoming upgrade of the Denham Springs Lab.  Ademir Karisik made a motion to include funding for a projector in all future upgrades of off campus labs that are used for teaching.  Kyle Keaton seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.  
 
         Surplus Computer Proposals – Donna Methvien presented the subcommittee’s recommendation to approve the distribution of 26 of the surplus computers.   A motion was made by Ademir Karisik to approve the subcommittee’s recommendation.  Kyle Keaton seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion.  A copy of the subcommittee’s recommendation is attached. Action Item:  Donna Methvien will notify and work with the department heads to get these computers set up and transferred to their inventory.
 
         Software Request Form – Donna Methvien presented two Software Request forms, one from the Athletics department for software the Athletics department purchased, and one from the IT-CAD lab for software IT purchased.  A question was brought up regarding the IT lab.  Donna recommended installation of these two softwares over the Spring Break.  A motion was made by Angela Longstreet to approve these software requests.  Kyle Keaton seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving the motion.

 

         Printing – A discussion was held regarding printing by students.  As the amount of printing grows each semester, more and more of the Student Tech Fee funds are being used to pay for printing.  It was recommended by Dr. Mike Asoodeh that the members of the Small Project Proposal subcommittee be tasked with the responsibility for putting together recommendations for the subcommittee to consider regarding student printing.  The subcommittee members are Mike Asoodeh (Chair), Kalen Miller, Ademir Karisik, Donna Methvien and Lauren Faraone.  Action Item:  This subcommittee will present their recommendations at the next committee meeting in April.
 
         Software - Mike Asoodeh presented information regarding the cost of upgrading software on all of the Student Tech Fee computers.  He also presented information regarding the Microsoft Campus License Agreement, which is a less expensive alternative way of upgrading this software.  Mike Asoodeh made the following recommendation:  If the University chooses to purchase the Microsoft Campus License Agreement, then the Student Technology Fee will fund the percentage of the agreement cost that relates to the number of computers owned by the Student Technology Fee.  Ademir Karisik made a motion to support and fund the recommendation above.  Kalen Miller seconded the motion.  The vote was 7-0 in favor of this motion.  Action Item:  Mike Asoodeh will notify the Administration of the decision.
 
         Digital Motion Video Cameras - Ademir Karisik presented information regarding the need to add five (5) digital motion video cameras and five (5) digitizers to the equipment available for student check out.  It was recommended that the equipment be the same as that available to faculty for check out through the Center for Faculty Excellence. Action Item:  The Small Project Proposal subcommittee will meet to prepare a proposal (including costs) for presentation at the next committee meeting in April.
 
         2002-2003 Budget – The framework for the 2002-2003 budget will be presented at the April meeting.

 
   A motion to adjourn was made by Ademir Karisik and seconded by Angela Longstreet. The meeting was adjourned at 1:50 p.m.
