Minutes from the March 29, 1999 Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:
 
In attendance: TiJean Rodriguez, Brad Bendily, Carlton "Cleve” Bankston, Devin Gregoire, Tina Stephens, Dr. Mike Asoodeh, Dr. Paul Riggs, Mr. Fred Guillot and Ms. Clarissa Schiro.  Rosalyn Chauvin was also present.
 
 Tina Stephens reported on a meeting with the Board of Trustees last Friday in which the SGA Student Advisory Council was asked to make recommendations for use statewide in providing consistency for administration of the technology fee at member institutions.  These recommendations would include minimum parameters, a required formal agreement and a formal committee.  Southeastern already has these things in place for the administration of our technology fee.  The only item we will need to work on is a Three Year Plan for the Technology Fee.   Action Item:  Tina Stephens will communicate this to Dr. Clausen, Dr. Moffett, and Dr. Causey.
 
Ms. Stephen also reported on House Bill 642 put on the legislative agenda by Rep. Curtis of Alexandria who is proposing a bill that would not allow any salaries (staff, student workers, or GAs).  The actual bill has not been studied.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will obtain a copy of the bill from the Louisiana State web site and forward it to the committee members.  This is of tremendous concern and communication needs to be made to educate Rep. Curtis of the importance of this bill not passing.  Action Item:  Tina Stephens will communicate this issue as soon as possible to Dr. Clausen, Dr. Moffett, and Dr. Causey. 
 
  The minutes from the last meeting were approved as written with one exception being the item relating to the expansion of the Athletics lab.  The minutes did not reflect the fact that the committee approved the expansion of this lab on March 17, 1999.  This amendment becomes part of the original minutes.
 
  A proposed ADA computer workstation was presented by Clarissa Schiro to be installed in every lab where space permits.  In addition to the items on the original proposal was added:  appropriate software and training for disabled students and STAs in the use of software in the labs.  If there are no further additions or changes to the workstation configuration by Wednesday afternoon (March 31, 1999) when we leave for Spring Break it was agreed that we will move forward with the purchase requisitions for these.  It was also agreed that all future labs will have these ADA computer workstations included in them.  Action Item:  Fred Guillot and Clarissa Schiro will work with Dr. Walters (Honors), Dr. June Williams and Gretchen (RA) for a space in Cardinal Newman to put an ADA workstation.  They will bring a recommendation to the committee in two weeks for the next meeting.
 
  Dr. Asoodeh indicated that (Action Item) he and Mr. Guillot have been working on the presentation for Dr. Moffett to give to the SGA concerning the status of the Technology Fee and will have it ready by the next meeting to be included as an agenda item.
 
  Dr. Asoodeh reported that he has communicated to Dr. Baldwin that they will make a PeopleSoft presentation to the SGA Senate on April 5th of approximately 10 minutes in length.
 
  Dr. Asoodeh reported that the IT department will purchase 25 licenses for the CAD software of which 17 will go in the lab and 8 will be installed elsewhere on campus.  Devin Gregoire mentioned that the IT Lab computers were ordered with the recommended 128 Mg. of RAM and the 8 other computers outside of the IT Lab will need to be upgraded to accommodate this.
 
   Definitions of labs were discussed.  Action Item:  Recommended changes will be made to the definitions by Mr. Guillot and brought to the next meeting.
 
  Tina Stephens inquired about the scope of use of the Denham Springs Lab and a discussion followed about the reciprocal agreement that SLU and Denham Springs High have for this lab.  Action Item:  Dr. Riggs and Dr. Asoodeh will get with Dr. Gerald Guidroz to obtain a copy of the agreement and bring it to the next meeting.    
 
  The expansion of the Music lab was discussed as a restricted lab in the Pottle Music Building.  Cleve Bankston stated that he has worked with Dr. Evenson and they only need network wiring and STAs since they recently purchased the computer equipment in the lab.  Brad Bendily brought up a request from Bonnie Lewis to make the FPSSRC lab a restricted lab.  The concern for recurring costs in the future for additional labs was brought up.  It was recommended that these two labs be tabled for now and that any new labs be looked at in the planning of our three-year plan. Lab usage and ways of increasing traffic in the existing labs need to be addressed.  Action Item:  As part of the planning, a map with each labs location indicated on it will be created by Dr. Asoodeh and brought to the next meeting.  
 
  Dr. Riggs recommended putting out a brochure recognizing the SGAs work on the Technology Fee and a listing of the location of the computer labs (similar to what Clarissa has on the web site) with a map on the back.  Action Item:  A brochure of this type is currently being worked on by Clarissa’s office and will be brought to the next meeting for the committee’s review.  Brad Bendily will change the existing comments page on the web site so that e-mail will be forwarded to Clarissa and the SGA President. 
 
  Dr. Riggs and Dr. Asoodeh spoke about the need for additional computer classrooms that many of the departments have requested.  There are two rooms in TEC that are available with a combined capacity of 50 students.  These rooms can be used individually as 2-25 student computer classrooms as well.  A motion was made by Fred Guillot and seconded by Devin Gregoire to purchase the furniture, computers and supply Student Technology Assistants for this classroom.  The furniture that was recommended is like the CBUS computer classrooms.  The committee approved the vote.  If possible this classroom will be ready by the Summer semester or by Fall ‘99 at the latest.  Action Item:  Fred Guillot will have the furniture designer visit the TEC location and draw up plans and ordering specifications for this classroom to be presented to the committee when completed.
 
 
 
  A further expansion of the Athletics Lab to become an Open Lab was discussed as was the computer labs in the new building.  This discussion was tabled pending the development of the Three Year Technology Fee Plan.
 
  Brad Bendily brought up the need on campus for a true Student “Productivity” Lab similar to the Faculty Productivity Services area where students could use or check out technology items such as digital cameras, scanners, projectors, portable multimedia work stations, etc. for us in their coursework.  A recommendation was also made by Tina Stephens to make laptops available specifically for academic research use to be approved by the student’s academic advisor.  It was agreed that there must be a process in place whereby the student must sign something acknowledging their responsibility for the item in the event that it is not returned in the same condition it was checked out.  Action Item:  Brad Bendily will work up a list of ideas and parameters for productivity items for the lab to bring to the next meeting.
 
  Tina Stephens informed the committee that the SGA Technology Team has been working on the new Technology Fee agreement.  A subcommittee was formed to finalize the new Technology Fee agreement to include Clarissa Schiro, Dr. Jill Landesberg, Brad Bendily and Cleve Bankston.  Dr. Mike Asoodeh and Ti Jean Rodriguez will serve as ex-officio members.  Action Item:  The subcommittee will bring a draft of the SGA Technology  Fee agreement to the next meeting on April 14th.
 
  Fred Guillot passed out a preliminary draft budget outline for the budget subcommittee to use in its budget preparation.  A discussion of the items listed was held.  Part of the discussion concerned the technology rich classrooms.  Dr. Asoodeh shared with the committee that he would like to see a technology rich classroom in every academic department on campus.  The budget subcommittee was formed to include Dr. Paul Riggs, Fred Guillott, Erin Buratt and Devin Gregoire.  Dr. Mike Asoodeh and TiJean Rodriguez will serve as ex-officio members.  Action Item:  The subcommittee will bring a draft of the 1999-2000 Technology Fee Budget to the next meeting on April 14th.
 
  The meeting was adjourned at 3:00 p.m. with the next meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 14th at 2:00 p.m.  Committee members will be notified of the location of the meeting prior to the next meeting date.
