Minutes from the April 30, 2001, Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows: 

In Attendance: Committee members - Mike Asoodeh, Donna Methvien, Cleve Bankston, Will Wayne, Dave Petit, Ademir Karsik and Gennipher Mosley.Also in attendance were Archie Carriere, Clarissa Schiro, Rosalyn Chauvin,Kalen Miller and Dan Silverstein. 

The meeting began at 8:15 a.m. 

· Coach Dan Silverstein from Athletics was invited by Ademir to meet with the committee to review the final proposal for Tennis court Technology. After a period of discussion, a motion was made by Ademir Karsik to approve funding of $56,370.00 for the proposal and was seconded by Cleve Bankston. The vote was 7-0 in favor of approving this motion. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will send this recommendation to Dr. Moffett requesting his approval. 

· Information was provided concerning the cost and system requirements for Microsoft Office 2000. The purchase of these upgrades for Student Tech Fee Computers was discussed. A motion was made by Dr. Mike Asoodeh and seconded by Ademir Karsik to fund the $30,277.15 for the 729 computers in labs and Technology Rich Classrooms plus the 10 laptops that are checked out. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will send this recommendation to Dr. Moffett requesting his approval.
· The 2001-2002 Budget was discussed. Dr. Asoodeh indicated that the committee member’s packets contained the list of labs to be upgraded during the next fiscal year. The committee members felt this was a good list based on the grading done by Archie and the amount of usage of these labs. Funding for these labs is included in the 2001-2002 Budget. Dr. Asoodeh informed the committee that the budget needed to be presented to Dr. Moffett and the appropriate Vice Presidents within the next two weeks. The committee approved him doing this. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will contact Dr. Moffett to set up the meeting to present the proposed 2001-2002 Student Technology Fee Budget. 

· Will Wayne presented information concerning an idea for a Parallel Processing Lab. After some discussion it was decided that it is time for another call for requests for surplus computers. There are 89 computers available through June 30, 2001. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will request time on the Dean’s Council Agenda to distribute the request forms. A deadline of June 8, 2001 will be set for submission of the forms after which the committee will review the requests and determine who will receive these computers.

· Some of the items that have been deferred from previous meetings were discussed.


· The capacity of the Open Lab location in the New Classroom being larger than the existing location was discussed. Also the availability of an additional lab location in this same building was discussed. Action Item: Donna Methvien will work with Archie Carriere to propose a plan for the best use of these spaces and whether to use existing and/or new computers.

· The SGA mini lab proposal was discussed. Dr. Asoodeh inquired about the SGA providing the furniture for the lab if the STF purchased the 5 computers (4 PCs and 1 MAC). Cleve indicated that this was possible. The committee gave their approval for the concept and requested that he submit the proposal again for final approval without the furniture. Action Item: Cleve will submit the proposal without the furniture. 
· A motion to adjourn was made by Mike Asoodeh and seconded by Will Wayne. The meeting was adjourned at 9:05 a.m.

· Next meeting – The next meeting will be held in June after the Surplus Computer Proposals are received. Rosalyn will coordinate this with the committee members.
