         Report on Action Items:
o        Surplus Computer Proposals – Dr. Asoodeh reported that the Request for Proposals was issued in May for the surplus computers with a deadline of June 6, 2003.  The subcommittee will report today.

o        eChoices – Dr. Asoodeh reported that Basic Studies will pay for the renewal of  the software.
