Minutes from the July 7, 2000, Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:  

 In Attendance: Dr. Mike Asoodeh, Dr. Jill Landesberg, Dr. Bea Baldwin, Mr. TiJean Rodriguez, Ms. Donna Methvien, Mr. Cleve Bankston, Mr. David Pettit and Mr. Will Wayne. Rosalyn Chauvin and Clarissa Schiro were also present.  

· Mr. Rodriguez introduced two new Student Technology Fee Committee members, Will Wayne and David Petit. 

· The minutes from the May meeting were approved.

· Process for use of computers when replaced – This was addressed in two different manners.
One was what to do with the 83 computers that are in the process of coming off line right now- A recommendation was made to designate 33 of the computers to be used by Enrollment Services on North Campus for registration. A motion was made by Will Wayne to approve this recommendation, seconded by TiJean Rodriguez and approved by a vote of 7-0. A second recommendation was made to pilot a program in the dorms to provide a computer for the students in each room.Cardinal Newman was recommended as the pilot dorm. Details of this program will need to be coordinated with Steve Leon in Residential Life. A Subcommittee was formed to work out the details for this pilot.The subcommittee includes Dr. Jill Landesberg, Will Wayne, Donna Methvien, and Cleve Bankston. Action Item: Dr. Landesberg will coordinate the work of this subcommittee. 
The second was to develop a process whereby SLU departments could submit information to about their needs for future computers that are available. Action Item:The subcommittee that is working on the Pilot Dorm project will work on developing this process.
· $2,000 proposal – A proposal from TEC for $2,095 to purchase 10 zip drives and 5 read/write CD ROMs was presented. TiJean Rodriguez made a motion to approve this request, seconded by Cleve Bankston and approved by a vote of 7-0. A discussion was held concerning the increasing need for zip drives and CD writers in the labs. A decision was made that future computer orders will include these items. Action Item: Rosalyn Chauvin will notify Dr. Ragan of the proposal approval and request that they send the PR for processing.
· Furniture from McClimans Room 112 – Donna Methvien reported that the furniture originally purchased for McClimans Room 112 would not fit in TEC as previously thought. Cleve Bankston mentioned that the Music department’s computers are sitting on folding tables and that their location is big enough to accommodate the furniture.A formal measurement of the location will be made.If this measurement indicates that the room is large enough a recommendation was made to move the McClimans Room 112 furniture to improve the Music lab.A motion was made by Cleve Bankston to approve this recommendation, seconded by TiJean Rodriguez and approved by a vote of 7-0. Action Item:Donna Methvien will have someone visit the lab and determine if the furniture will fit.
· Media Lab - Cleve presented to the committee a student’s proposal for a new Media Lab. Concern was expressed over a conflict with the Student Publication’s fee that would provide this type of lab. A recommendation was made to look at the actual need for increased MAC presence on campus. Action Item: Dr. Asoodeh will visit with Dr. Karen Fontenot from Communication to see where they stand on this proposal.  Action Item: Cleve Bankston will work with Dr. Landesberg on the Student Publication fee issue and include the student who submitted the proposal.
· Increase in Tech Fee – TiJean Rodriguez reported that he recently had a meeting with Dr. Clausen and Mr. Smith concerning increasing the Student Technology Fee. He will report on any future discussions concerning an increase.

· SGA mini-lab space – TiJean Rodriguez reported on an idea for providing a mini-lab with 4-5 computers in the SGA office. More discussion will be held on this topic in the future.

· Streamlining and improving check out procedures - A recommendation was made for streamlining and improving the procedure used in checking out technology equipment to students. Action Item: A subcommittee including Archie Carriere, Cleve Bankston, Clarissa Schiro and Dr. Asoodeh will look into this.
· Brochure - Dr. Landesberg mentioned the need to expand the current brochure to provide additional information for prospective students and their parents about the technology resources available on campus. Dr. Baldwin will also ask IR to include more information in the technology section of their brochure. Action Item:Donna Methvien will request that Clarissa Schiro work on developing this expanded brochure.
· The meeting was adjourned at 11:15 a.m.
