Minutes from the July 7, 2004 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:

The meeting began at 12:30 p.m. 
 
                     The April 21, 2004 meeting minutes were reviewed. A motion was made by Brad O’Hara to approve the minutes. Adi Karisik seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Reports on Action Items:
 
o        Computer Lab Location poster - Donna Methvien presented the map showing where each STF computer lab on campus is located with a special indicator for the location of the computer lab where the student is currently located.  She indicated that each lab’s schedule of open hours will be posted in the lower right hand portion of the sign. 
o        2004-2005 Budget – Dr. Asoodeh reported that he, Ashley McKee and Brett Bova presented the budget to the Vice Presidents and it was approved.
o        Nursing Lab – Donna Methvien reported on her meeting with Dr. Booth from Nursing and their reasons for needing to keep the amount of computers that they currently have.  Donna also reported that she and Clarissa Schiro have implemented a plan to attract additional student labor to assist in the Baton Rouge lab.
 
                     Small Project Proposal subcommittee recommendation – Dr. Asoodeh reported that the subcommittee is recommending approval of five of the six small project proposals totaling $17,526.  This included an email vote taken in May for a $2,500 proposal submitted by Integrated Science and Technology. A motion to approve these recommendations was made by Brad O’Hara. Ashley McKee seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Special Wiring Initiative – Dr. Asoodeh presented a proposal for the Student Technology Fee to contribute $50,000 to the funding of wiring; wiring pulled, and associated labor cost for the Wiring Project.  The funds for this proposal would come from the carry over funds from 2003-2004.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Adi Karisik.  Ashley McKee seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Surplus Computer Proposal subcommittee recommendation – Donna Methvien reported that the subcommittee is recommending approval of nine surplus computer proposals totaling 56 computers and 3 printers.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Adi Karisik. Ashley McKee seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

The subcommittee also recommended that, due to age and lack of dependability 10 computers, 4 monitors, 3 printers and 1 Destination CPU and Monitor be sent to Southeastern’s Property Control for surplus.  A motion to approve this recommendation was made by Brad O'Hara. Adi Karisik seconded the motion.  The vote was 9-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Think Before You Print – Dr. Asoodeh presented an update on the Think Before You Print initiative.  Approximately 95% of the locations are connected to the print system at this time.  This initiative has been very successful thus far in eliminating a significant amount of wasted paper in the computer labs.  During the month of June 2004, 176,514 pages were submitted for printing, of which 42,709 were deleted.  

 

                     SES Computer Lab Request – Dr. Asoodeh presented a request from SES regarding moving the lab currently in NCB-236 to Tinsley 208.  After discussion, it was determined that this request should be tabled as Dr. Baldwin is working with SES on this and will report to the committee when it is resolved. 

 

                     Computer Lab Usage Report - Erik Johansen presented a report on computer lab usage in labs that are scheduled for upgrade this fiscal year. All of the labs with the exception of the SES lab, the BR Nursing lab and the Periodic Teaching Lab seem to be used to their maximum.  The Periodic Teaching Lab was specifically addressed.  Department Heads and Faculty will be reminded of the availability of this lab to promote increased use.  In addition, it was decided that the PTL will be opened during times that the 24 hour lab is nearing maximum usage if the PTL is not being used by a class.  Action Item:  Donna, Erik and Clarissa will work on obtaining student labor to staff this lab allowing it to be open during those times.  
 
                     A motion to adjourn was made by Brad O’Hara.  Donna Methvien seconded the motion. The vote was 9-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting adjourned at 1:15 p.m.
