Minutes from the December 4, 2006 Student Technology Fee Committee meeting are as follows:
 
In Attendance: Committee members - Mike Asoodeh, Donna Methvien, Bea Baldwin, Aron Walker, Bridget Hester, Zealon Solomon, Tiffane Henry, and Pamala Messina.  Also in attendance were Glyn Smith, Clarissa Schiro, and Shannon Sciortino.
 
The meeting began at 1:00 p.m. 
 
                     The October 5, 2006 meeting minutes were reviewed.  Donna Methvien made a request to change the minutes related to Glyn’s usage report to reflect that he would provide the interim report to Dr. Asoodeh and Dr. Yates, and not to the entire committee.  Glyn will provide the committee with a usage report at the beginning of each semester, which will reflect lab usage for the previous semester.  A motion was made by Bridget Hester to approve the minutes as amended. Aron Walker seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.
 
                     Reports on Action Items:
 
o        Computer Lab Usage Report  –Glyn Smith provided a usage report for part of the semester to Dr. Asoodeh and Dr. Yates.  This report was sent to Dr. Crain.
 
o       Usage Subcommittee Meeting  – Dr. Yates was not present at the meeting.  Aron said the subcommittee had not met yet.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will send Dr. Yates a reminder e-mail about the subcommittee meeting to evaluate the issue of students working in sites such as Facebook and MySpace when other students are waiting to use a computer for class assignments.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will also remind Dr. Yates of the subcommittee meeting to evaluate whether or not the library should become an open lab, and what should happen to the labs which are close to the library, based on the data from usage reports.
 

o       Library Printer – Donna Methvien ordered the STF approved printer for the Library.

 

                     Surplus Computer Proposals – Donna Methvien reported she had just received a proposal from the College of Education for 25 computers to be placed in their lab school area.  The lab in TEC 231 will be upgraded over the Christmas break.  If this proposal is approved, the 25 computers coming out of TEC 231 will be transferred to Education for use in the lab school.   Action Item:  The Surplus Computer Subcommittee will meet to evaluate the proposal and make a recommendation.
 
                     Small Project Proposals – Dr. Asoodeh reported that six small project proposals had been submitted.  The Small Project Proposal Sub-committee recommended approval for 3 proposals totaling $13,114.  Because wireless access must be installed as part of a campus-wide plan for wireless access, it is recommended that $2,000 be set aside for three wireless access points to be installed in Garrett Hall.  This will be integrated with Phase II of the campus-wide plan for wireless installation.  A motion was made by Aron Walker to approve the Small Project Proposals as recommended.  Dr. Baldwin seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Matching Funds Proposals –  Dr. Baldwin reported that five Matching Funds Proposals had been submitted.  Four of these projects will not find out if they received a BOR grant until April.  Four of these proposals totaling $140,000 are recommended for funding by the Matching Funds Proposal Sub-committee.  They will only receive their funding from the Student Technology Fee if they receive their external grants.  

 

                     Large Project Proposals – Dr. Baldwin reported that sixteen Large Project Proposals had been submitted, and the total amount requested for large project funding was over $600,000.  Because of this, the sub-committee recommended that the unallocated funds from the Small Project Proposals be moved to the Large Project Proposal budget.  The Large Project Proposal Sub-committee also recommended the approval of eight proposals totaling $212,297.  A motion to approve the matching funds and large projects recommendation was made by Aron Walker.  Bridget Hester seconded the motion.  The vote was 8-0 in favor of approving this motion.

 

                     Re-Submission of Matching Funds Projects – Dr. Asoodeh reported that he had received a request for the committee to review the policies associated with matching funds.  The committee was asked to consider whether applicants who have submitted a Matching Funds Proposal would be eligible to submit a Large Project Proposal if they are notified that they will not receive external funding through their Matching Funds Proposal.  This would only be for those who are eligible to submit a Large Project Proposal during that cycle.  It was brought up that they are not precluded from re-writing their proposal and re-submitting it as a large project grant.  It was also discussed whether or not applicants should be allowed to submit both a matching proposal and a large project proposal.  These topics were considered.  It was discussed that the current policy is most fair.  No changes were made to the current policy.  Action Item:  Dr. Asoodeh will communicate to all applicants whether or not they were approved for a small, matching, or large project grant.
 
                     Bi-Annual Report Sent to SGA Office – Dr. Asoodeh reported that the bi-annual report disclosing all expenditures of technology fee funds had been submitted to the SGA office, and Aron Walker will present the report to the Senate at their next meeting.

 

                     A motion to adjourn was made by Aron Walker. Dr. Baldwin seconded the motion. The vote was 8-0 in favor of this motion. The meeting adjourned at 1:29 p.m.
