REQUIREMENTS FOR COURSE CERTIFICATION





Before SLU's Veterans Affairs Office can certify you for this semester, you must read the information below and complete the Course Certification Form on the back of this page.





The Veterans Administration will NOT pay for the following:





1.  Audited Courses    (Courses that are attended but not taken for a grade.)


2.  Repeated Courses   (Courses that are retaken by the student, but not required to be retaken for his/her degree program)


3.  Non-Major Courses  (Courses that are not required in your major)





The Veterans Administration has a few exceptions that include:





1.  Courses that are required by the student's department to be repeated for a minimum grade.  (Ex. The student is required to make a minimum grade of a "C" in Math 161.  The student makes a "D" in the course and has to retake the course to make a "C" or better.)





2.  Additional courses may be taken to ensure the full-time status of a graduating student in the final semester before graduation only. This does not apply to those receiving Chapter 31 benefit.
